“We wanted to
concen trate on
what’s great about
Philadel phia’s mu-
sic scene,” Marcoux
explains. “We want
to keep that positive
aspect.”  

That doesn’t mean it
isn’t hard work, though.
The site’s content is
thoughtful, well-
researched and organized
wisely. “We’re all looking
at it as something really se-
rious to be involved with.”

TH E WRITERS D O N ’T have

their heads buried solely in
records, however. They re-
view books and movies
about music, as well,
whether it’s the recent doc-
u mentary on The Clash’s
Joe Strummer or books on
The Replace ments and
Fugazi. They highlight and

review shows in the Philly
area, pass along tour news,
link to music videos online
and sometimes host a post-
concert “pop quiz.”

While there’s an empha-
sis on women in music, no
genre is off limits, and
bands as big as Super Furry

Animals or as small as The
Modern Skirts share equal
time on the site. 

Girl About Town will host
a belated launch party Sun-
day featuring some of its fa-
vorite regional talent. There
are two Philly bands: The
one-man The Mural And
The Mint, and Greyhounds,
who have opened for Clap
Your Hands Say Yeah. Then
there’s Delaware’s boy-girl
duo, The Sky Drops and Bal-
timore’s Squakks, which
features Elena Fox from
The Food Network series
“The Ace of Cakes.”

“We think that they’re all
up-and-coming,” beams
Marcoux. There will be give-
aways, a DJ set by Epstein,
and a cake made by Fox in
the shape of a record player.
Expect cupcakes as well,
Marcoux adds. “It’s a big
party.”
